This result came despite unprecedented intimidation of our members and attacks on our Reps. Your resolute determination has inspired us all and demonstrates the democratic principles which our Union is based on.  

RMT General Secretary Bob Crow  after his visit to the group addressed a mass meeting of LU activists and acknowledged that fear is contagious,but Bob argued that courage is also contagious and to loud cheers, urged everyone to fight back against the employers' attacks. 

What is clear from this dispute is that Management are reeling from the concerted and organised response from our members. They are so deluded with their own propaganda that they find it incomprehensible that humble station staff should dare challenge their methods. They are panicking over our request for the Equality and Human Rights Commission to investigate management's practices on the group.  Why else would they object to them coming in?

Now is the time for all of us to pull together,unite and tell management that enough is enough. We will not stand by and allow our colleagues to be bullied and trampled on.

Rest assured that our Union will not tolerate any further intimidation or threats against our members. RMT members at Willesden are not alone,the whole Union from the General Secretary down is behind you and are actively supporting you.
